Offered to boys ten and older. Free weights, machines, resistance train, abdominal exercises and nutrition are al covered.

Offered to girls of any age: Instruction is given in basic to advanced, and includes gymnastics, tumbling and Nautilus machines and free weights for toning and resistance training.

Offered to boys and girls of all ages. Regulation tables with expert instructors. Conventional games and rules along with technique, trick shots, and videos of professional players.

Offered to boys and girls 10 years or older. Safety, maintenance and marksmanship are emphasized. Pistols, rifles and shotguns are used.

	Swimming


Offered to boys and girls of all ages. Instruction will be given for the four basic strokes, starts, flip turns, along with drills and timed laps. The swimming major will be taught by lifeguard certified swimming instructors, with a minimum of two staff at the pool during instruction.

Offered to boys and girls of all ages. Basic strokes, drills, rules, tennis etiquette and tournament toughness are all taught. Four all weather courts, college and high school instructors. (Personal tennis racquet is required).

Not open to CIT’s. Offered to boys and girls ten years or older, weighing at east 60 pounds, AND possessing basic swimming skills. Includes out of camp canoeing, water skiing, hiking, backpacking, white water rafting and First Aid. ONLY FOR SECOND YEAR CAMPERS OR FIRST YEAR CAMPERS CHOOSING IT THEIR SECOND, THIRD, OR FOURTH WEEK. Only available one week per child. This is a all day major, (please note that some out of camp excursions are one hour from the camp).
