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IAP - International Apprentice Program


For youth 16-18 years old.  This program assigns a young person to a U.S. mentor for two hours per day in preparation for being a staff or LIT the following summer. International IAPs may also attend a special ESL (English as a Second Language) two and one-half hours per day (hosted and taught by a local college) for an additional $100 per week.  IAPs may choose majors and electives just like campers, but also assist two hours per days as a staff in training somewhere at the camp. IAPs should attend for at least three weeks. The fee is $425 per week. There are discounts for early registration.


LIT - Leader in Training Program
For youth 16-18 years old. This program is for youth more advanced in English that would not require mentors. For four hours per days the LIT assists in the camp as needed and assigned by the Program Director---typically in sport instruction. LITs should attend at least four weeks. Places are extremely limited. The fee is $425 per week. There are discounts for early registration.  LITs do not receive a salary for their help--they are legally campers.  But LITs can be promoted to one of seven "ranks" based upon merit and performance. Gifts and privileges are associated with each promotion.


JS - Junior Staff
For U.S. youth only, 17 -18 years of age. This program is for children from the USA who have attended camp at least one year as an LIT. JS receive a contract and weekly compensation and assist whenever assigned by the camp director. JS must attend for at least four weeks and must also attend one of the two training weeks.
